ESSAY QUESTION: While songwriters and music publishers receive performance royalties from airplay on 
terrestrial radio stations, artists and owners of sound recordings do not.  The Performance Rights Act is a bill that 
would require terrestrial radio stations to pay artists and copyright owners of sound recordings royalties for the 
use of their work.  In May, the Performance Rights Act passed the House Judiciary and is expected to move to 
the Senate this fall.  IN 1500 WORDS OR LESS, Discuss your position on whether or not artists and owners of 
sound recordings should be compensated when their music is broadcast on terrestrial radio stations. Essays will 
be judged on: (1) analysis of the issue (2) depth of research (3) organization and (4) ability to answer the question 
clearly.
